Expectations

The expectations used for Hampstead Hill follow the
motto "Respect you, respect me, respect
everything.” The expectations are broken down into
four basic categories: Be Safe, Be Respectful,

Be Responsible, Be Friendly and Caring. These
categories offer guidelines as well as examples

of behaviors that are appropriate for school. If these
expectations are not met, the consequences are as
follows: 1. Verbal Warning, 2. Think Time (Students
are given an assignment and time to get themselves
together.); 3. Detention; 4. Office Referral.

Coming to School Late Earns

Detention - Be on Time!

School starts each morning at 8 a.m. Beginning 2™
quarter, Hampstead Hill Academy will put a new
policy in place to encourage students to come to
school on time each day. If a student in grades 4-8 is
marked late five times in a single quarter, that
student will serve detention on each additional day
he/she is marked late. In other words, on the 6 day
a student is marked late each quarter, he/she will
receive a detention slip as well as a late slip. Please
make certain your child arrives on time each day.
**Please note that if your child comes to school late
after a doctor/dental appointment (and proper

documentation is provided), the lateness will not
count toward the new detention policy. **

Attendance Policy

Students succeed in school if they attend regularly and on time. It is essential that students attend school on a
consistent basis to ensure continuity of instruction. Therefore, in order for your child to participate in reward or
incentive activities that celebrate attendance, the following criteria must be met:

1. Students are expected to enter the building at 8:00 a.m.

2. Any student arriving at 8:09 a.m. or later will be marked late.

3. If for any reason, your child leaves school before 10:30 a.m., he or she will be marked absent for the day.
4. Any student leaving before the end of the day must be signed out in the office.
5. Students may not be signed out between 2:15 -2:40 p.m., unless there is an emergency.

Students are required to attend school every day unless excused in writing for a lawful excuse. Legal absences include
the following: death of an immediate family member; illness of the student; court summons (for student); observance
of a religious holiday; and an appointment (for child) with a doctor. Attendance is monitored each day by the teachers
and the office. School staff will contact parents of absent students to confirm each absence. Students whose absences
are unconfirmed by phone will receive home visits by our attendance monitor. Students whose unconfirmed absences
become excessive (more than four by January) will be contacted by the principal for possible court referral. Parents
are asked to call school for student absences and to provide a written note and/or medical note for all absences

regarding sickness/illness.

Uniform Policy

The HHA student uniform consists of a
collared navy blue shirt with tan or khaki
pants, shorts, or skirts. No piercings other
than earrings are permitted. No large chains,
Jewelry or large hoop earrings, etc. Young
men should have long shirts tucked in. If your
child needs an extra layer in the classroom,
we suggest a navy blue sweater or crew (not
hooded) navy blue sweatshirt. Several
reminders - no shirts or pants that are cut-off,
no skirts shorter than knee-length, no shorts
shorter than where the fingers hit the leg.
Boys with shirts longer than where their
fingertips hit the leg should tuck their shirts
into their pants. Outdoor jackets and hooded
sweatshirts are never acceptable to be worn
during the day in the classroom. They must be
in the student's locker. Remember, as per
BCPSS district policy, “heelies” shoes are not
permitted at school. We also sell shirts and
crewneck sweatshirts at cost. See the main
office to purchase these items.

Our Playground Rules
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The playground is open for community use from sun-
up to sundown seven days a week - unless there is a
school function or event. Note: On school days the
playground opens after school begins and is closed
during recess.

Children must be supervised by a responsible parent.
Do not leave your children unattended even for a
minute. You must be up on the playground with
them - not just on school property.

Only children ages 2-10 are permitted on the
playground.

Do not climb over our fences. Please use the gate.
No rough-housing/chasing/fighting/running.

No picking up or throwing mulch or rocks.

No dogs, cigarettes, food or drink of any kind. We
want the playground to stay clean!

No bicycles or skateboards permitted.

Report misuse of the playground to the main office.
The southeast police district has agreed to help keep
the playground a safe place for our children.
