Classroom Consequence Definitions 

1. Verbal Warning :  Student will be warned to follow the expectations or else he/she will go to think time. 
2. Think Time :  This is a chance for students to “get themselves together” so that they can rejoin the class in learning.  

Students must complete the Think Time Worksheet in order to return to the class activity. Think Time Worksheets 
are age appropriate.  Ask your teacher to see them at Back to School Night! 

3. Detention: Students will serve detention that day, no exceptions.  Parents will be notified by a phone call that day by 
the teacher issuing the detention. 

4. Office Referral:  In the event a student is sent to the office the teacher will complete an office referral form and the 
Mr. Hornbeck, Mrs. Satterlee, or Mrs. Proto will handle these consequences.

Disruption Having sustained, disruptive behavior that prevents instruction from 
continuing or continuing with difficulty after reasonable attempts have 
been made to correct the behavior. 

Assault Threatening to or inflicting harm on another person 
Other Crisis Behavior Having serious low incident behavior that affects safety or is regarded 

as a crisis or emergency behavior.

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Cell Phone Policy 
In accordance with the Baltimore City Public School System policy on cell phone usage, if a cell phone is seen and/or heard 
by any adult in the building, it will be confiscated and only returned when a parent/guardian comes to school to collect the 
cell phone.  If a student is found with their cell phone a second time it will be confiscated by the principal and not returned 
until the end of the year. 
 
Uniform Policy 
Students must wear their uniforms at all times.  The uniform is a blue collar shirt and khaki bottoms. Navy or khaki sweaters 
are also appropriate to wear during the school day.  Hooded sweatshirts are not allowed in school in accordance with BCPSS 
policy.   
 
Pocket Book Policy 
Small and medium sized pocket books will be allowed in class unless the privilege is abused.  Students may have a pocket 
book but it must stay on the back of their chair during instruction.  If the pocket book becomes a distraction in any way,  it 
must be placed in the student’s locker or on a teacher’s desk. 
 
These expectations have been put in place to ensure the safest and richest learning environment for your child.  We at 
Hampstead Hill are excited to start a new year with you and your child!  We hope you will join us in our excitement!  Our 
learning community is open to you, volunteer positions are currently available!  Please stop by the main office for more 
information. 
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             Hampstead Hill Academy is committed to building a caring school community 
where all members are accountable for their actions, resolve conflicts, create positive 
relationships, and build an inclusive, respectful school culture. In an effort to accomplish 
this, Hampstead Hill has decided to become a Restorative School. Restorative schools 
focus on doing things “with” children rather than “to” them.  

            We have developed a comprehensive, whole-school approach that incorporates 
various restorative practices throughout the school. These practices will include; using 
Circle Time for relationship-building and problem-solving; restorative dialogue between staff 
and students to address misbehavior; conflict resolution and character education programs 
and formal, facilitated restorative conferences which may include administrators, victims, 
offenders, and their parents in order to develop an agreement to repair the harm and 
change future behavior. A restorative school has a school-wide emphasis on building a 
culture of respect and care.  

         Restorative Practices and Circles are structured practices guided by a series of 
questions.  Administrators, restorative practice facilitators, and teachers have been trained 
in Restorative Practices. For example, when a student is sent to the principal or the 
restorative room due to a disciplinary infraction it may appear from the outside that the 
student is simply spoken to and sent back to class with no consequence. In reality, the 
administration and restorative team are using their training in handling these situations. 
Students are being asked restorative questions that will over time affect permanent change 
in the students’ attitude and behavior.  

       The list below outlines the proactive measures we will take to ensure relationships are 
built between staff, students and the wider community.  It also outlines the measures taken 
in order to repair relationships when harm has occurred. 

1. School Wide Behavior Plan – respect you, me, and everything! 
2. Circle Time – homeroom classes conduct circles 3 times each week (M,WF) 
3. Character Education – 6 Pillars 
4. Restorative Conferences – alternative to suspension 

       Restorative Practices serves more as a pre-correction rather than a punishment. 
Hampstead Hill is known for finding researched-based programs that change schools for 
the better.  Restorative Practices and Circles are researched-based discipline programs.

Restorative Practices 
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Q: Where is the school located? 
A: 500 S. Linwood Ave, Baltimore, MD 
21224. We are across from Patterson 
Park on Eastern Avenue.  
Q: How can I contact the school? 
A: The main office number is 410-396-
9146.  
Q: At times, it may be convenient 
to fax forms to the school office. 
Does HHA have a fax machine? 
A. Yes, the school fax phone number is 
(410) 396-3637. 
 Q: What is HHA’s philosophy? 
A. It is the goal of Hampstead Hill 
Academy to provide educational 
programs and resource services that 
best meet the individual strengths and 
needs of each student. An effective 
school experience provides an 
environment where children can best 
develop positive attitudes about 
themselves and their responsibilities to 
the family and to society as a whole. 
We believe that each child is an 
important member of the school and 
worthy of an instructional program 
designed to meet and enrich his/her 
academic potential. School should 
provide opportunities for children to 
enhance their intellectual, physical, 
emotional, and social abilities and 
develop skills that maximize their 
growth. The school should provide a 
literate environment that arouses 
students' intellectual curiosity and 
stimulate thinking at the interpretive, 
critical, and creative levels. Each 
student should accept civic and social 
responsibilities by participating in 
projects involving the school and the 
community. We know that parents and 

community representatives are 
essential to the total school family. 
Q: What makes Hampstead Hill 
Academy different from many 
other public schools? 
A: Hampstead Hill Academy is a 
tuition-free public charter school 
serving the Greater Canton Community 
and operated by the Baltimore 
Curriculum Project, a local nonprofit 
organization celebrating nearly a 
decade of service and student learning 
in Baltimore.  
Q. Is there a firm academic 
program at HHA? 
A. YES. At Hampstead Hill Academy we 
use proven, research-based curriculum 
– including the Reading Mastery series 
and Core Knowledge. The University of 
Oregon developed Reading Mastery 
and field tested it in schools around the 
country. In the hands of our great 
teachers, Reading Mastery is a great 
program. Parent guides are available in 
the office and online for most reading 
and language levels. 
 We choose our own curriculum, decide 
who to hire when there is a need, and 
have the control to make all day-to-
day budget decisions in the best 
interests of our students. All of our 
kindergarteners learn to read. We 
emphasize fluency and accuracy in 
reading. Knowledge, rigor and mastery 
are key components of our 
instructional program.  
   We offer physical education, 
instrumental music, band, Spanish, 
computer science, art, library, nutrition 
class, as well as a quality before and 
after-school care program.  
  In fact, more than half of our 8th 
graders were admitted to City College, 
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Western High School and Polytechnic 
High School for the 2009-2010 school 
year.  
Q:  Do students in a BCPSS Charter 
school take the MSA test in the 
spring?  
 
A. Yes they do. In fact, you may go 
online to see sample MSA items for 3rd 
through 8th grades in reading and 
math at 
http://www.mdk12.org/instruction/ass
essment/index.html. Spend some time 
learning what is expected of your child 
by the Maryland State Department of 
Education (MSDE). 
Q: Are curriculum guides available 
for parents to read at their leisure? 
Yes. Please stop by the office to 
request a copy so that you are aware 
of the details of the programs being 
used to teach your child. You can find 
them online at 
http://www.hha47.org/academics/readi
ng/. Thanks to Dr. Muriel Berkeley, 
President of The Baltimore Curriculum 
Project (BCP) and her team for putting 
these user-friendly materials together 
for us. BCP is the operator of our 
charter school. 
      HHA will implement Singapore 
Math this year in the second and third 
grades. Singapore Math emphasizes 
the development of strong number 
sense, excellent mental-math skills, 
and a deep understanding of place 
value.  Math Works is taught in grades 
4-8 and uses a hands-on approach to 
math with use of manipulatives and 
teaches a wide range of skills to 
understand math concepts and 
problem solving. Math Works is 
completely aligned with the Maryland 
State Voluntary Curriculum Standards 
(VSC). You can read more online at   

http://www.hha47.org/academics/mat
hworks/. 
Q: Can my friend’s child attend the 
school if he is outside of HHA’s 
zoned area? 
A. Possibly. An admissions lottery will 
take place each spring. Anyone can 
come and observe the lottery. There 
will be a representative from BCP and 
BCPSS headquarters. 
Q:  Does your school have any 
extra curricular programs for 
students? 
A. Yes, and there are several choices to 
accommodate your child’s interests. 
We have a successful chess team and 
basketball team as well as wonderful 
clubs like ceramics, gardening, 
newspaper, yearbook, BUDL (Baltimore 
Urban Debate League), Student Council 
and chorus. We also have an orchestra 
with brand new violins, cellos and 
violas. We have a band with nearly 70 
instruments. There is a long standing 
partnership with the Creative Alliance 
to provide after-school and summer 
camp arts programs. We also produce 
a spring musical each year. Past shows 
include The Music Man, Aladdin, High 
School Musical, Annie and Mulan 
Junior.  
 Q:  Does the school adhere to an 
attendance policy? 
A. Students succeed in school if they 
attend regularly. It is essential that 
students attend school on a consistent 
basis to ensure continuity of 
instruction. Therefore, in order for your 
child to participate in reward or 
incentive activities that celebrate 
attendance, the following criteria must 
be met:   
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1. Students are expected to enter the 
building at 8:00 a.m. 
2. Any student arriving at 8:09 a.m. or 
later will be marked late. 
3. If for any reason, your child leaves 
school before 10:30 a.m., he or she 
will be marked absent for the day. 
4. Any student leaving before the end 
of the day must be signed out in the 
office. 
5. Students may not be signed out 
between 2:15 –2:40 p.m. unless there 
is an emergency. 
Q:  What kinds of absences justify 
being out of school and what are 
the procedures if my child is 
absent?  
 A. Students are required to attend 
school every day unless excused in 
writing by a lawful excuse. Legal 
absences are the following: death of 
immediate family member; illness of 
the student; court summons (for 
student); observance of a religious 
holiday; and appointment (for child) 
with a doctor. 
 Attendance is monitored each day by 
the teachers and the office. Parents of 
absent students will be contacted by 
phone for confirmation of each 
absence. Students whose absences are 
unconfirmed by phone will receive 
home visits by the parent liaison 
worker. Students whose unconfirmed 
absences become excessive (more 
than four by January) will be contacted 
by the principal for possible court 
referral. 
Parents are asked to call school for 
student absences and to provide a 
written note and or medical note for all 
absences regarding sickness/illness. 

 
Q: If my child has an appointment 
and must leave school before 2:40 
p.m., is this considered an early 
dismissal? 
A. Yes. Unless there is an emergency, 
students may not be signed out 
between 2:15 and the end of the day. 
Teachers are delivering important 
content right up until 2:40 and we 
don’t want your child to miss any 
instruction. The parent or person 
picking up the child must be on the 
Emergency Card, be prepared to 
present identification and follow these 
steps: 
1. Report to the Office 
2. Sign the child out on the “Early 
Dismissal Daily Log” 
3. Wait for the child to report to the 
office 
Q: Are there community 
partnerships or organizations that 
have a relationship with the 
school? 
A. Yes. We have a partnership with the 
Kiwanis Club, Planned Parenthood, 
Audubon, Creative Alliance, Friends, 
Canton Railroad, Fitness Fun and 
Games, Whole Foods and several 
others. 
Q: How do I find out when the 
school is closed? 
A: All pre-planned closings mandated 
by the school system are noted in the 
school calendar, the monthly school 
newsletter and will also appear on our 
website.  
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Q: What is the Student Uniform 
Policy? 
A: The HHA student uniform consists of 
a collared navy blue shirt with tan or 
khaki pants, shorts, or skirts. Jeans are 
not permitted. Also, it is our policy and 
BCPSS policy that students shall not 
wear excessive and distracting jewelry. 
No large chains, jewelry or large hoop 
earrings should be worn. Piercings 
other than earrings are not permitted.  
Young men should have long shirts 
tucked in. If your child needs an extra 
layer in the classroom, we suggest a 
navy blue or tan sweater or crew (not 
hooded) navy blue sweatshirt. Outdoor 
jackets and hooded sweatshirts are 
never acceptable to be worn during the 
day in the classroom. They must be in 
the student's locker. Remember, as per 
BCPSS district policy, “heelies” shoes 
are not permitted at school. HHA sells 
shirts and crewneck sweatshirts at 
cost. See the main office to purchase 
these items.   Thank you for helping us 
maintain a studious, academic and 
professional appearance at school.  
Q: What must visitors do upon 
entering the building?  
A. All visitors are asked to report to the 
office to receive a "Visitor Pass" when 
they arrive at the building. Parents are 
always welcome at Hampstead Hill and 
should check in at the office upon 
arrival. 
Q: When is the first day of school 
for 2010-2011 School Year? 
A. The first day of school is Monday, 
August 30, 2010. Meet Your Teacher 
Day will be scheduled for Friday, 
August 27, 2009 in the morning.  

Q: My child takes medication.  Can 
it be administered during school 
hours? 
A. Yes. If a child is to receive any 
medication during the school day, the 
parent or guardian must fill out a 
"School Medication Permission and 
Instruction" form and have it signed by 
a doctor. The medicine to be dispensed 
will be kept in the health suite and 
dispensed according to the doctor's 
instructions. Parents must always bring 
the medication to school along with the 
authorization form. Never send 
medication to school along with your 
child. Students should not bring 
cough drops or any over-the-counter 
medication to school. 
Q. What is the school’s inclement 
weather policy in case of snow or 
other similar weather conditions?  
A, The Baltimore City Public School 
System recognizes that winter snow, 
ice, or other weather conditions can 
make it unsafe for students, parents, 
and staff to travel to and from school. 
The following procedure will be used on 
school days when weather conditions 
warrant: The Baltimore City Public 
School System’s (BCPSS) Department 
of Facilities, in conjunction with the 
City’s Department of Transportation 
and the Mass Transit Administration, 
will complete a preliminary assessment 
of the situation by 4:30 a.m. After 
considering this assessment, and the 
latest weather forecasts, the BCPSS 
Chief Executive Officer will decide 
whether to open schools on schedule, 
delay opening by two hours, or cancel 
school for the day. This decision will be 
announced to local television and radio 
stations and posted on the BCPSS 
website  by 5:00 a.m. School officials 
may decide to delay the opening of 
schools by two hours if travel 
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conditions are potentially unsafe at 
5:00 a.m. but are expected to improve 
during the day. They may also delay 
openings if acceptable travel conditions 
exist at 5:00 a.m., but weather 
forecasts predict that conditions may 
soon worsen. A two-hour delay 
announcement may be followed by an 
announcement that the BCPSS is now 
closed for the day, if a reassessment of 
conditions so warrants. The decision to 
close schools after previously 
announcing a two-hour school delay 
will be announced to the news media 
and posted on the BCPSS website by 
8:00 a.m.  
Q. How are the school procedures 
different if schools are opening 
late? 
A. When schools open on a delayed 
schedule, such as one-hour late or 
two-hours late, no breakfast is 
provided for the children here at 
school. This is BCPSS policy. When an 
announcement is made on television or 
the radio stating, “Baltimore City 
Schools will open (1 or 2) hour(s) late 
with no morning Pre-Kindergarten 
and/or Kindergarten.”  
That means: Schools are opening late 
with no breakfast program. Hampstead 
Hill Academy Pre K and Kindergarten 
students DO report to school because 
we have ALL-DAY PREK and 
KINDERGARTEN. Remember, if school 
is open, we are teaching and students 
are learning!  
Q. What if weather conditions 
worsen during the day and 
students are at school?  
A. Schools will open only if the BCPSS 
believes students and staff will be able 
to travel safely to their destinations. If 
weather conditions worsen during the 

school day, the BCPSS may announce 
an early dismissal. The early dismissal 
of schools requires that schools close 
two and one-half hours earlier than the 
regularly scheduled dismissal time. All 
half-day, afternoon pre-K and 
kindergarten programs, and all 
extended-day and after-school 
programs, including interscholastic 
athletic events, will be cancelled. Lunch 
must be served in all schools. Any 
decision to dismiss schools early will be 
announced by 10:00 a.m. to the news 
media.  
Q. Does the school have an active 
PTO? 
A. Absolutely. We have an effective 
PTO that supports Hampstead Hill 
Academy throughout the school year. 
The HHA PTO election cycle is two 
years. Your PTO Officers for the 2010-
2011 school years are: Jackie Korycki, 
Alice Gosse, Anne McNamara ,Theresa 
Shafer and Joyce Hiotes. There will be 
an election in April 2011 to determine 
officers for the next  two year term. 
We need involved parents. Please 
support your PTO! 
Q. I have been hearing more and 
more about The Parent Action 
Team (PAT). Is this a group that I 
should join?  

A. The Parent Action Team (PAT) met 
four times last spring. This new 
committee of active parents is meeting 
regularly to discuss issues important to 
HHA families and students. The group 
meets at least once a month and are 
open to all parents of students. Check 
the monthly newsletter for upcoming 
dates and times.

Q. Where might I go to read 
upcoming activities at school? 
A. There is a monthly Parent 
Newsletter and everyone is encouraged 
to regularly check out our HHA school 
website at www.hha47.org.  Parents 
can subscribe to receive school 
information via email. 
Q. Is there any active mode of 
electronic communication at HHA, 
where parents and staff can 
correspond?  
A. Yes, HHA has a blog. A blog is a 
website where entries are written that 
provide commentary on a particular 
subject such as food, politics, or local 
news; some function as more personal 
online diaries. A typical blog combines 
text, images, and links to other blogs, 
web pages, and other media related to 
its topic. The ability for readers to 
leave comments in an interactive 
format is an important part of many 
blogs.  (Wikipedia, 
http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Blog)  
The HHA blog is where HHA 
administrators and faculty will have a 
chance to write a short commentary 
about topics such as school uniforms, 
school breakfast, recess, the new math 
program, standardized testing, school 
safety, and other educational/health 
information that may increase your 
child’s learning experience. Readers 
will be able to leave comments and the 
HHA blog author will try to respond to 
each comment in a timely manner.  
Q. Is my child able to bring 
textbooks home?  
A. Textbooks are expensive. We spend 
tens of thousands of dollars each year 
on textbooks. Each of your child’s 
textbooks and workbooks cost between 

$5.00 and $50.00. We want the best 
for our children. Students are 
responsible for the care and return of 
every book issued to them. Students 
are expected to return the book in the 
same condition in which it was issued. 
Students must pay for any lost or 
damaged books. Failure to pay for a 
book may result in not receiving a 
report card or not being issued 
textbooks the following year. A 
contract stating this will be signed at 
the beginning of the year. Please read 
the textbook contract carefully, discuss 
it with your child and return it to your 
child’s homeroom teacher.  
Q. Are educators required to report 
all suspicions of child abuse? 
A. Yes. According to the laws of the 
State of Maryland, all professionals, 
including educators, are legally 
required to report to the Department of 
Social Services (DSS) all situations 
where a suspicion of abuse or neglect 
exists. The goal of this mandate is to 
help keep children safe and provide 
families with help to achieve this goal.  
Q. What is HHA’s homework 
policy? 
A. For students to be truly successful in 
school, it is important to reinforce and 
practice skills nightly. Therefore, all 
students will receive homework 
Monday - Thursday. Homework varies 
in length. Here are some guidelines to 
follow:  
*Pre-K – Kindergarten--- 10 - 15 
minutes/night 
*Grades 1-2 15 - --20 minutes/night 
*Grades 3-4--- 30 minutes/night 
*Grades 5-6---40 minutes/night 
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*Grades 7-8 30 - 60 minutes/night 
Parents are expected to see that their 
child does his/her homework nightly 
and check to see that it is being turned 
in.  
HHA has a Homework Club every 
Tuesday and Thursday during the 
entire school year to assist students 
who may need gentle guidance in 
completing their assignments.  
Q.  We are often rushed in the 
morning before school and don’t 
have time for breakfast. Does HHA 
provide a breakfast program? 
A. Yes.  A free breakfast for all students 
is offered daily at 7:40 a.m. A hot 
breakfast is served three times a week 
and a cold breakfast twice a week. 
Only students enrolled at Hampstead 
Hill may eat breakfast. Parents and 
siblings may sit with students, but 
under federal guidelines are not 
permitted to eat any food or take any 
leftover food out of the cafeteria. All 
students coming to breakfast must 
enter via the Streeper Street door. No 
student is allowed in the front door. In 
addition, we encourage students or 
parents paying reduced or full price 
lunch to come to the cafeteria between 
7:40-7:55 to pay in advance for their 
lunch that day. Getting the money 
settled and into each student account 
in the morning makes for a much 
smoother lunch, as students simply 
have to key in their PIN when they 
arrive for lunch. 
Q. Does HHA have a daily lunch 
program available for children? 
A. We certainly do. We have a full 
kitchen and great cafeteria staff. Hot 
lunches are served at school every day. 
The cost is $2.25. Free or reduced 

price ($.40) lunches are available for 
those who qualify. Milk is available for 
$.50 for those students who wish to 
bring a bag lunch. Lunch applications 
will be sent out at the beginning of the 
school year. Applications must be 
returned regardless of interest. Lunch 
applications determine funding levels 
for our school. We need 100% return 
of lunch applications to maximize 
funding. If you have any questions, 
please call or visit the office. 
Q. Is there a program to 
accommodate students with 
chronic health problems? 
A. Yes. Any student, who has a chronic 
health problem such as asthma, 
diabetes, seizure disorder, sickle cell 
anemia, etc., should be eligible for the 
Chronic Health Impaired Program 
(CHIP). This program provides home 
teaching for students when needed. 
They get full attendance credit when 
they use this service. The required 
form may be obtained from the school 
nurse. This same form is used for 
students who have a health problem 
and may need elevator service, 
modified physical education, etc. For 
more information, please contact the 
school nurse or health aide. 
Q. What is the grading and 
promotional policy? 
A. The minimum requirement for 
promotion is that students score at or 
above grade level and complete the 
reading book listed below, and pass the 
SAT 10.  
Kindergarten completes Reading 
Mastery I 
Grade I completes Reading Mastery II 
Grade 2 completes Reading MasteryIII 
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Grade 3 completes Reading MasteryIV 
Grade 4 completes Reading Mastery V 
Grade 5 completes Reading Mastery VI 
All other subjects must be at or above 
level and at least “Satisfactory. 
We suggest that you learn your child’s 
current reading level and work closely 
with your child’s Reading teacher to 
make sure that you are doing 
everything you can at home to help 
your child excel at reading. Remember 
to speak “up” to your child. Use more 
complex words with brief definitions as 
often as possible. 
 Math is an equally important subject 
to master. In fact, we’ve added 
minutes in the schedule for math and 
have focused on training teachers to 
implement our math programs. We use 
proven math programs called 
Connecting Math Concepts (Grades 
PreK-1), Math Works (grades 2-7) and 
Pre-Algebra (grade 8).  
You can help your child by practicing 
math facts on a regular basis and 
staying in regular contact with your 
child’s teacher.  
Middle school students are taking U.S. 
History, World History, Science, 
Language Arts, and Math/Pre-Algebra.  
Q. I want my child to be successful 
in school. What are some things 
that I can do to help?  
A. There are several things to keep in 
mind that will assist students in doing 
their very best in school. 
1. Do everything that you can to assist 
your child in earning perfect 
attendance.  

2. Make sure that your child arrives at 
school on time every day. Coming after 
8 a.m. means that students miss 
morning announcements. We do not 
wait on late students to begin 
instruction. Your child will miss 
instructional time if they come late to 
school. If you are responsible for 
getting your child to school on time, 
please plan ahead and leave enough 
time to make it to school by 8 a.m. 
3. Get plenty of rest. Students cannot 
do their best work if they are always 
tired. Set a reasonable bedtime. Do 
homework early. Do not watch TV too 
late. TVs should not be located in a 
child’s bedroom. Suggested bedtimes: 
Pre-K - K - 7:00 - 7:30 p.m. 
Grade 1 - 7:30 - 8:00 p.m. 
Grade 2-3 - 8:00 - 8:30 p.m. 
Grade 4-6 - 8:30 - 9:00 p.m. 
 Grade 7-8 - 9:00 - 9:30 p.m. 
4. Eat a good breakfast. It is easier to 
work after eating a good, nutritious 
breakfast. Students think better if their 
bodies (and brains) have been fed.   
5. We ask that parents and guardians 
participate in the parent activities and 
workshops during the year. Many of 
those sessions will focus on ways to 
assist your child at home. This will 
support what’s being taught in the 
classroom.  Another resource that will 
prove useful is the Maryland State 
Department of Education’s website, 
MarylandPublicSchools.org.  This site 
will offer suggestions and activities that 
will enhance your child’s success in the 
classroom.    
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Q. Does HHA participate in the 
Campbell’s Labels for Education 
program? 
A. Yes, we also participate in the Box 
Tops for Education Program. See if 
your family uses these items, and try 
to collect the required pieces. Box Tops 
for Education still require their official 
coupon. Campbell’s is now only 
requiring the UPC or bar code area 
from their products, so please make 
sure the labels include the UPC. Please 
save your box tops and UPC labels. 
Send them to your child’s homeroom 
teacher. Hampstead Hill receives 10 
cents for each box top collected and 
“points” towards equipment and school 
supplies for the Campbell’s labels. 
Q. Am I allowed to Double Park in 
front of the school in the morning 
or afternoon? 
A. No, unfortunately not. Safety for our 
children is of utmost importance. We 
have limited parking around the 
building. In the morning and afternoon, 
please remember to arrive early if you 
need a parking space. The police have 
asked that parents not block traffic by 
double parking to pick up their 
children. Tickets are $54 for each 
violation. Also, please do not park 
directly in front of the school between 
the signs that read “Do not park.” This 
large space is reserved for our school 
bus to pull up and safely drop off and 
pick up students. 
Also, it is very unsafe (and illegal) for 
children to cross the street in the 
middle of Linwood Ave. With or without 
an adult, children should only cross the 
street at either corner where a crossing 
guard is posted. 
Please help set the example. Do not 
ask your child to cross over Linwood to 

get into your car as you pull up. Our 
neighbors, parents and teachers are 
concerned about the increase in this 
unsafe practice. Please plan ahead, 
park your car in a legal space and pick 
up your child at school. 
Q. May I take my children to play 
on the playground after school 
hours? 
A. Yes, you may. We just ask visitors 
to follow the same rules after-school, 
as we do during school hours.  
1. The playground is open for the 
community use from sun-up to 
sundown seven days a week – unless 
there is a school function or event. 
2. Children must be supervised by a 
responsible parent. Do not leave your 
children unattended even for a minute. 
You must be up on the playground with 
them – not just on school property. 
3. Only children ages 2-10 are 
permitted on the playground. 
4. Do not climb over our fences. Please 
use the gate. 
5. No rough housing/ chasing/ 
fighting/running. 
6. No picking up or throwing mulch or 
rocks. 
7. No dogs, cigarettes, food or drink of 
any kind. We want the playground to 
stay clean! 
8. No bicycles or skateboards 
permitted. 
9. Report misuse of the playground to 
the main office. The southeast police 
district has agreed to help keep the 
playground a safe place for our 
children. 
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Q. My child wants me to send them 
with gum to school. Should I 
comply?  
A. No. Gum is not permitted in school. 
Please help us keep the school clean by 
not permitting your child to bring gum 
to school. It is not permitted in class 
because it is distracting and prevents 
students from reading aloud clearly. It 
also makes a mess under the desks 
and on the playground. Thanks for 
your help! 
Q. My husband smokes cigarettes. 
Is it appropriate for him to smoke 
on or near the school grounds? 
A. No. The Baltimore City Board of 
School Commissioners does not permit 
smoking in or around school. In 
Baltimore City, smoking is against the 
law on school property. Our property 
extends around the entire block, 
including the sidewalk. In addition, the 
waste created by smoking requires 
regular sweeping. Please keep our 
outside area clean, and set a good 
example by not smoking in front of the 
children. 
Q. Does HHA have an active School 
Family Council? 
A. Yes they do. The HHA School Family 
Council (SFC) is comprised of parents, 
teachers, administrators and staff from 
our charter operator and community 
members. SFC plays an important 
policy shaping and decision-making 
role in the school. 
Q. Is it okay if my child stays 
around the building after school 
hours and she is not involved in 
afterschool activities?  
A. No, it is not safe. No students 
should be on school property unless 
they are supervised by an adult. This is 

especially true after school. Students 
are not permitted to be on school 
property – which includes the entire 
block - without adult supervision. If 
your child has not been picked up by 
2:55pm, they will go to the library 
where they will need to be signed out 
on your arrival. If your child 
consistently needs to be signed out 
from the library or office, it will be 
recommended that they participate in 
the Fitness Fun and Games after school 
program here at HHA for a fee. 
Q. Sometimes my child says that it 
is too cool in her classroom. What 
do you suggest for her to put on? 
A. She could keep a navy or tan 
sweater in her locker. She can wear it 
on days that she is chilly and keep it in 
her locker on other days. Of course, no 
other colored sweaters, jackets or 
hoodies are allowed in the classrooms 
at any time. 
Q. My son stays afterschool for 
sports activities and I sometimes 
work late, so I feel more 
comfortable with him having a cell 
phone. This way, I can call and let 
him know who will be picking him 
up after school hours. Is he 
allowed to have his cell phone at 
school? 
A. Yes. We understand the benefits of 
having a cell phone. However; he must 
keep it in a safe place. It should not be 
seen during the regular school day for 
any purpose. It will be confiscated, if 
this procedure is not followed precisely.

      Hampstead Hill Academy offers an ESOL program that has 
three full time teachers and a full time assistant that work 
diligently with our students that speak English as a second 
language. Depending on the level of need, English language 
learners receive between 45 and 200 minutes of instruction 
weekly. 
 

 

Student Support Team (SST) 
The Student Support Team (SST) consists of the school Counselor (Chairperson), Social 

Worker, Mental Health Clinician, Nurse, Assistant Principal, teachers and possibly other 

school staff. 

The Student Support Team: 

• Provides teachers and staff members with ideas, interventions and techniques to promote 

academic success.  

• Addresses social, emotional and academic problems that interfere with school success. 

• Educates parents regarding strategies which will help their child meet their goals 

• Makes referrals to the Special Education Team if they suspect that a child may have a 

disability. 

• The parent and the teacher of the students who have been appropriately referred are also 

present at the meeting.

               Sometimes children need extra help with academics, speech, as well as social 

emotional issues. Any parent or guardian who would like help for his or her child should 

discuss these concerns with the classroom teacher who can make specific 

recommendations or referrals.  Ideally, students should always be referred to the Student 

Support Team (SST) first, before being referred for Special Education Services.  It is 

preferred that the SST makes all referrals to the Special Education Team. 

              In cases where a referral for special education services may be necessary, 

parents, guardians, teachers or other individuals who are concerned about a child will 

meet with Special Education Team.  The Special Education Team is responsible for 

ensuring that each child who qualifies will receive a free and appropriate public 

education in their least restrictive environment.  

               HHA utilizes a full inclusion model. We have a special education teacher who 

goes into the classrooms to monitor student progress and assist the regular educator in the 

implementation of the Individual Education Plan goals, objectives and accommodations. 

We also have related service providers who provide speech and language, psychological 

and occupational therapy services. Our IEP team is available on a daily basis to maintain 

compliance and to assist general educators, special educators, related services providers 

and parents of special education students with needs and concerns. 

               The Special Education Team is made up of teachers, a psychologist, speech and 

language pathologist, social worker, special educator and administrator. The team is 

responsible for admitting qualifying students by performing assessments and evaluating 

students that may qualify for special education services. For additional information, 

please contact the Special Education Office at (410) 396-9146.

This promises to be a great year as we set high 
expectations for learning and leading.  Our test scores are terrific, but learning and leading means much more than 
test scores.  We want our academic programs to come alive for students.  Our students will move beyond the mere 
acquisition of knowledge and skills to produce work that is unique and exciting; projects and papers that 
communicate, persuade and convince.  Ultimately, we want HHA girls and boys to become the thinkers, innovators, 
entrepreneurs and leaders our city and nation require.  This year’s entering kindergarten students are the college 
class of 2027 – and we’re glad to be an important part of their path.            
 
Our school culture aims to be nurturing and consistent.  As a Restorative Practices site, we build community in each 
classroom and promote good citizenship and respect.  Most importantly, we are ready to motivate and engage your 
child in their learning.

We offer physical education, instrumental, vocal and strings music, band, computer science, art, library, Spanish 
language instruction, a nutrition program, and a schoolwide character development and community-building program.   
We have onsite, quality before and after-school care from 6:30 a.m. until 6:30 p.m.  We are proud to serve the 
Canton community and surrounding neighborhoods.

Per Article 7, Section 707.02 of the Rules of The New Board of School Commissioners of Baltimore 
City Public School System: 
 
         “If any student shall lose or, by any action damage textbooks assigned to him/her, the 
parent(s)/guardian of such student shall be required to replace the article so affected or pay the 
cost of repairing the damage. Failure to abide by this Rule will justly cause the principal to 
withhold further issuance of books, supplies, or equipment to the student until resolution or, in 
extenuating circumstances, until an appeal process has been completed.” 
 
Additionally, the school system’s Adopted Textbook Plan empowers the principal to withhold 
issuance of any student records, withhold the release of the student’s report card, and withhold 
the graduation diploma. 
 
In accepting a textbook, the student and the parent or guardian also accept several related 
responsibilities. Under the guidance of the parent or guardian, the student is expected to: 
 

1. Enter his/her name on the first available line of the inside front cover or bookplate of each 
textbook issued. 

2. Cover the book(s) without using glue, tape, or other adhesives that may damage the book(s). 
3. Keep each textbook free of all markings. 
4. Take proper care of each textbook while traveling to and from school. 
5. Bring the textbook(s) to class as directed by the teacher. 
6. Report the loss of the textbook(s) to the distributing teacher as soon as the loss is 

discovered. 
7. Return the textbook(s) to the teacher when asked to do so, when dropping a course, or 

before transferring from a school. 
8. If lost or damaged, pay the replacement cost of a lost book or the repair cost for a damaged 

textbook. 
 

The student will sign a book receipt for each book received. The receipt is returned to the 
teacher and filed. When the student returns the book, the receipt will be given to the student.
